WHAT MUST BE DISPLAYED ON THE LABEL

LANGUAGE

Must be at least in one official language. (preferrably the one that most consumers of the product are familiar with)

LEGIBILITY

Detail must be clearly visible, easily legible. legibility must not be affected by any other matter or print 

NAME OF FOODSTUFF

Must be prominently displayed and be an accurate non – misleading description of the foodstuff i.e.: “apricot jam.“ (lettering not smaller than 4,0 mm)

NAME OF BUSINESS, PREMISES ADDRESS OF MANUFACTURER, PACKER/SELLER OR PERSON ON WHOSE BEHALF IT WAS PRE – PACKED

A postbox and/or telephone number is not sufficient

LIST OF INGREDIENTS

All ingredients must be listed in descending order of mass, meaning the ingredient which is most first.

ADDITIVES

The addition of spices, oxidants, colorants, flavoring or stabilizers must be stated.

PRESERVATIVES

The presence of it must be clearly stated in its chemical name followed or preceded with the word “preservative.”

CORRECT MASS AND VOLUME   

In terms of other legislation it must be clearly and accurately indicated.
